Spanish Explorers Unit
Lesson 2:  Does Bubble Gum Come with those Trading Cards?
Grade Level:  5
Time Required:  2, 45 minute periods
Lesson Summary:
	Students will develop trading cards of Spanish explorers and present them to the class.  They will be using the internet for research and the end product will be published.
Objectives:
1. Students will be identify and describe Spanish explores of the New World.
2. Students will do research using the internet and classroom resources for information.
3. Students will work independently in the development of “trading cards” that they will publish for their classmates.

Historical Background:
	Spain in the fifteenth through the seventeenth century was one of the largest governments at this time that invested in exploration of the New World.  Their two objectives were to gain riches from their discoveries in their expeditions and to spread the Catholic faith to the indigenous people that they met on the way.  
Anticipatory Set:
	Bring in various types of trading cards that the students may look through such as, presidential, baseball, Pokémon, Civil War generals, etc.
Do Now:
	Students will develop trading cards of explorers and present to class.

	c. From the websites and/or classroom resources students are to develop trading cards
	     for at least six explorers with the following information:
			Name and picture of explorer
			Nationality of explorer	
			Birth date
			Death
			Country they explored under
			Number of voyages and their dates
			Purpose of Voyage (s)
			Discoveries/Results
			Fun facts (at least 2)
	d. Information will be placed on 5 X 7 note cards showing all components.  One side will 
	     have the explorer’s picture and on the back the information of that explorer.
	e. Trading cards will be shared with the class.
	f. Evaluation will be based on content and creativity of the cards.
Homework:
	Students will work on unfinished explorer cards at home and be prepared to present to class in the next session.
Assessment:
	The completed trading cards will be evaluated based on proper information, neatness, creativity of project and their presentation to class.
Extension:
	Students can select another explorer to research and present to the class in the form of, but not limited to; PowerPoint, diorama, poster, role playing, or folding books.
